Food adulteration means lowering the quality of food for
sale either by admixture or by substitution with inferior
substances or by removal of some valuable nutritious
ingredient.

But at the end of the day, we are not sure of the
quality of food we are eating. We might be eating a
dangerous dye, sawdust, industrial starch or other
contaminated foods which are a major source of diseases.
And thus, we invite diseases rather than good health. No
fruit or vegetable has remained untouched of
adulteration, the consequences of which are very
dangerous. One way diseases could travel with ease is
through adulterated food, which we are consuming more
and more every year. Recently I have read in a newspaper
article that the Food Safety and Standards Authority of
India (FSSAI) has seized around 15,000 litres of
unlabeled cooking oil, on suspicion of it being
adulterated. Unsafe food creates a vicious cycle of
disease and malnutrition, particularly affecting infants,
young children, elderly and the sick.

Since every consumer wants to get maximum quantity of
a commodity at a lower price, the traders make use of this
fact and quality of the product lowers through the
addition of toxic or harmful substances or removal of the
nutritional ones. Thus the consumers themselves create
situations for traders to make their health unfit. Food
adulteration is a serious crime punishable under the law,
and yet people do not bother for others’ health and lives.

All of us can contribute to making food safe.
Governments should make food safety a public health
priority. Food producers and suppliers must operate
responsibly and supply safe food to consumers and
Consumers must take informed decisions while
purchasing food items. Say no to food adulteration.

India became independent under the guidance of
Mahatma Gandhi, but his desire for a clean India is yet to
be fulfilled. Cleanliness and sanitation was an integral
part of the Gandhian way of living. He considered
cleanliness as an important aspect for the physical well-

being and a healthful environment. He said the habits YEARS OF
which a person imbibes at a young age go a long way with CELEBRATING
the person and becomes a part of his personality.

Gandhiji’s once said that cleanliness and sanitation are

even more important than political independence. Connecting the issue of cleanliness,
untouchability and national autonomy, Gandhiji had laid down the guidelines of what he saw as the
ideal free Indian society. Gandhiji’s concern for public and private sanitation was part of his
Satyagraha campaign since the days he spent in South Africa. His priority back then was to remove
the assertion made by white settlers that Indians lacked hygiene and therefore needed to be kept
segregated. Gandhiji asserted that Indians too can maintain the same standards of sanitation as
Europeans, provided they received the same kind of attention and opportunity. He also said that an
ideal village is one where there is perfect sanitation. He discussed the issues of hygiene and
cleanliness in all meetings. For Gandhiji, the drive for cleanliness in society was an integral part of
the process in bringing about a casteless and free society. He became the torchbearer for
cleanliness. Gandhiji said, “Swaraj ought to begin with our streets.”

On the morning of 2nd October 2014, the Prime Minister of India Shri Narendra Modi wielded the
broom and initiated a nationwide cleanliness campaign. This marked the birth of Swachh Bharat
Mission, a full-fledged mass movement to create a clean India, as a tribute to Mahatma Gandhi
when the nation marks Gandhiji’s 150th Birth Anniversary in 2019.

The term "Cloud Computing" is based on cloud
drawings used in the past to represent telephone networks
and later to depict Internet.

Cloud computing is Internet based computing where virtual

shared servers provide software, infrastructure, platform,

devices and other resources. A cloud can be private or public.

A public cloud sells services to anyone on the Internet. A

private cloud is a proprietary network or a data center that

supplies hosted services to alimited number of people. Private

or public, the goal of cloud computing is to provide easy,

scalable access to computing resources and IT services.

Users can access these services available on the "Internet

cloud" without having any previous know-how on managing

the resources involved. Cloud computing users do not own the physical infrastructure; rather they rent the usage from a
third party provider. This helps them to avoid huge capital investments. They consume resources as a service and pay only
for resources that they use. Most cloud computing infrastructures consist of services delivered through shared resources.
This increases efficiency as servers are not unnecessarily left idle, which can reduce costs significantly while increasing
the speed of application development.

ARCHITECTURE:

Cloud computing architecture consists of two components "the front end" and "the back end". The front end of the cloud
computing system comprises of the client's device (or it may be computer network) and some applications are needed for
accessing the cloud computing system. Back end refers to the cloud itself which may encompass various computer
machines, data storage systems and servers. Group of these clouds make a whole cloud computing system. The whole
system is administered via a central server that is also used for monitoring user demand and traffic ensuring smooth
functioning of the system. Aspecial type of software called "Middleware" is used to allow computers that are connected on
the network to communicate with each other. Cloud computing systems also must have a copy of all its users’ data to
restore the service which may arise due to a device breakdown. Making copy of data is called redundancy.

CENTRALIZED SECURITY

Just as cloud computing centralizes applications and data, cloud security centralizes protection. Cloud-based business
networks consist of numerous devices and endpoints. Managing these entities centrally enhances traffic analysis and
filtering, streamlines the monitoring of network events and results in fewer software and policy updates. Disaster recovery
plans can also be implemented and actioned easily when they are managed in one place.

Almost everything in the digital world is connected to the cloud in some way or another.Cloud computing provides a whole
new world of jobs, applications, services, and platforms. Itis bridging us to a world of unlimited connectivity.

Balasana orthe Child’s Pose is aresting pose that can be sequenced between more challenging asanas.
TECHNIQUE:

» Kneel down on the floor and touch your big toes together as you sit on your heels. Once you are
comfortable, spread your knees hip-width apart and inhale. If you have difficulty sitting on your heels
in this pose, place a thickly folded blanket between your back thighs and calves.

* Bendforward, andlay your torso down between your thighs as you exhale.

* Now, broaden the sacrum (the triangular bone at the base of the spine) all across the back of the
pelvis, and narrow the points of your hip such that they point towards the navel.

»  Stretch the tail bone away from the back of the pelvis as you move the base of your head slightly away
from the back of the neck.

»  Stretch your arms forward and place them in front of you, such that they are in line with your knees.
You must feel the weight of the front shoulders pulling the blades widely across your back.

» Since this asana is a resting pose, you can stay in the pose from anywhere between 30 seconds to a
few minutes.

« Torelease the asana, first stretch the front torso. Then, breathe in and lift from the tail bone while it
pushes down into the pelvis.

BENEFITS

» Calmsthe brain and helpsrelieve stress and fatigue.

» Calms and de-stresses the whole body, including the abdominal organs.

» Massages the digestive organs, therefore, digestion and bowel movements are improved.

» Stretches the ankles, feet, quads, and hips, as well as the entire back, shoulders, and neck.

CONTRAINDICATIONS

* People with painin the knees or ankles may have trouble in this pose.

» Those with high orlow blood pressure should exercise caution when practicing this pose.
»  Should be avoided by pregnantwomen.
